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Brennan

Directions [Scarf version in brackets]
Using #5 (3.75mm) needles, CO 39 [57] stitches.
Purl 1 row.
Begin cable pattern.
Repeat until scarf measures 20in / 51cm [56in / 142cm], 
  or desired length.
End on Row 1 or 7 (WS).
Cowl
Purl 1 row. Do not turn.
Attached I-cord edging: Cast-on 3 stitches, turn work.
Row 1 (WS): k2, ssk. slip 3 stitches back to left needle. 
Repeat Row 1 two times. 
Buttonhole: Work first 3 stitches in I-cord for 9 rows.
Work Row 1 until 20 stitches have been worked.
Work Buttonhole. 
Work Row 1 until 3 stitches remain.
Work Buttonhole.
Work Row 1 until only three I-cord stitches remain. Knit 1, k2tog, pass first stitch over. Cut yarn, thread end 
  through remaining stitch. Pull end until snug.
Scarf
Purl 1 row. 
Bind-off all stitches knitwise

Finishing
Weave in ends, wash and block. 
Cowl: Sew 3 buttons to opposite end of I-cord buttonholes.

Key

k on RS, p on WS
pattern repeat

p on RS, k on WSC3R = slip 2 to CN and hold to back, k1, k2 from CN
C3L = s1 to CN and hold to front, k2, k1 from CN
s2 wyif = bring yarn to front of work, slip 2 purlwise
